1.  County Judge Doug Page called the meeting to order at 9:00 A.M. and noted that the agenda was properly filed and posted at 4:30 P.M., Feb. 4, 2021. All Commissioners were present, other officials’ present included, County Auditor Bonnie Kennedy, County Attorney Colton Hay, Treasurer Bob Dockens, JP4 Richard Steptoe,  Tax Assessor Nancy Shanafelt, Constable Alexander Pct.1, Constable McMullen Pct. 4, Sheriff Woody Wallace, and County Clerk Shasta Bergman, Judge Page welcomed everyone to the meeting.
