Occupational Driver’s License

Instructions:

1. File an application for an Occupation License from the Trinity County Clerk’s Office.  The appropriate filing fee of $199.00 (non-refundable) must be paid at the time of filing.
2. Obtain form SR22 from your Insurance Company, (Pink 3x5 form), which is proof of liability.  Most Insurance Companies will forward the original SR22 to the DPS office in Austin.  Please be sure to bring a copy to your hearing as proof of insurance.

3. The County Judge’s Office will then set a hearing and the judge will consider issuing a court order for an Occupational License.

4. When the Order is granted, it will be filed in the County Clerk’s office.  The County Clerk will provide you with certified copies of the order.
5. Send  a certified copy of the Court Order, along with the copy of the SR22, and form DIC-37 obtained from County Judge’s office to the Texas Department of Public Safety.
